Guidance Notes:

These Awards apply to business activities taking place only during the 12 months ending 30 September 2007. 

Entry Forms must be received by 30 September 2007.

Categories 1, 2, 4, 5, 6 and 10 are for awards to individuals; categories 7, 8 and 9 are for awards to corporate bodies; category 3 is for an award to a third party.

You may enter as many Categories as you like. You may also fill out Entry Forms on behalf of other individuals and organisations.

The Judging Panel will be looking for:

· what has taken place that demonstrates that your entry should be considered for an Award

· conciseness, clarity and credibility – 100 words at most.

· facts, specific activities using ‘active verbs’ (such as ‘increased’, ‘sold’, ‘built’, etc.)

· quantified results, achievements and successes (for example: numbers, £, %, ratios, multiples, fractions, time scales).

The Judging Process:

For each of the 10 Categories, three Nominations will be identified from which one Winner will be selected. This process will take place in four stages during the later part of 2007. 

Stage 1. Registration. You must register before submitting Entry Forms.

Stage 2. Each Category entered must have its own separate Entry Form. Entry Forms require a brief write-up to enable entrants to make out their case on why their entry should be put forward to Stage 3. The members of the Judging Panel will be published on www.ukspecialevents.com.

Stage 3. Entrants who make this stage may be asked for more detailed information where necessary. This is to enable the Judging Panel to narrow down the number of entrants for each Category to three finalists. 

Stage 4. At this final stage, further information may be required – possibly requiring finalists to be called for interview – to enable the Judging Panel to decide for each Category which one of the three finalists should be the Category Winner, the remaining two finalists each receiving a Category Nomination. Each Winner will be awarded a Trophy and Certificate, and each Nomination will receive a Certificate. Presentations will be at the Awards Ceremony and Dinner Dance to be held at the Hilton Birmingham Metropole Hotel on 11 January 2008. 

Winners and Nominations will be notified prior to the event.

It is not the intention of the Judging Panel to inappropriately publicise information disclosed on Entry Forms. However, it may be fitting for some key achievements to be openly recognised during the Awards ceremony – after all, such accolades will add to the occasion. Should you require any information disclosed on your Entry Form to be held in full confidence by the Judging Panel please clearly underscore such individual items. The Judging Panel agrees to honour the confidentiality of such underscored items.

The Judging Panel will arrive at its decisions confidentially. 

All decisions reached by the Judging Panel are final and no discussion about their decisions will be entered into. 
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
