Outline of the judging process

These Awards apply to business activities taking place during the 12 months ending 30 September 2007. 

For each of the ten Categories, identification of three Nominations from which one Winner will be selected will take place in four stages during the later part of 2007. 

Stage 1. The initial step is for prospective entrants to register using the Registration Form on p1 overleaf.

Stage 2. On receipt of valid registrations, Entry Forms will be made available. They will call for a brief write-up to enable entrants to make out their case on why their entry should be put forward to the next stage. Entry Forms will include guidance on what the Judging Panel will be looking for.

Stage 3. Entrants who make the next stage may be asked for more detailed information where necessary. This is to enable the Judging Panel to narrow down the number of entrants for each Category to three finalists.

Stage 4. At this final stage, further information may be required – possibly requiring finalists to be called for interview – to enable the Judging Panel to decide for each Category which one of the three finalists should be the Category Winner, the remaining two finalists each receiving a Category Nomination.
